Tractor square dancing brought humor and
fascination to the big arena at  the Pennsylvania
Farm show at Harrrisburg.

The Roof Garden Tractor Buddies of Somerset
County and the Middlecreek Swingers of the
Mount Pleasant/Selinsgove areas demonstrated
dancing in the style of “down on the farm”. But
the dancers are not your typical couples with
western shirts and gingham skirts. They are big
tractors— red Farmalls and green John Deeres. 

The group consists of two callers, 14 drivers
and devoted spouses.
