• Cloth (white and colored for door signal)

• Tool kit 
• Flashlight with extra batteries 
• Reflective triangles 
• First aid kit
• Windshield cleaner 
• Ice scrapper and snow brush

Be prepared with a “Survival Kit” that should always re-
main in the car. Stick matches in waterproof container,
scissors and string/cord. 

Non-perishable high-energy foods: unsalted canned nuts,
dried fruits, and energy bars.

Blankets and extra clothing when traveling during cold,
snowy and icy conditions are a must. (Remember I-80 last
winter.)
